Admission Policy

Regent Preparatory School of Oklahoma welcomes
you to its admissions process. Regent invites you to
become acquainted with the School through its
website, an on site visit, or through a conversation
with a member of the administration.

The goal of the Admissions Committee at Regent
Preparatory School is to bring together a student
body that will grow spiritually, intellectually, and
physically. The Admissions Committee seeks to
determine what is the best for each child as well as
for the school. Each candidate's academic potential
scholastic motivation, character development, and
extracurricular interests will be taken into
consideration. New students will be accepted based
on these factors rather than on the chronological
order in which applications are received. Due to the
magnitude and importance of its task, the
Committee's independence and integrity will be
guarded.

Prospective Parent Open House

Regent hosts several open houses annually to give
interested parents the opportunity to talk with the
faculty, administration, and parent representatives.
An overview of the school philosophy is presented,
and faculty members are available to answer
questions about curriculum. In addition, the
Headmaster will gladly answer questions regarding
the admission process.

Tuition Assistance

All admission decisions are made independently of a
family's request for tuition assistance, although
students receiving tuition assistance are expected to
demonstrate by their grades and behavior that they
are deserving of Regent's program. There are no
academic scholarships. Applications for tuition
assistance may be filed online with FACTS Grant
and Aid Assessment at www.factstuitionaid.com.
The application process is confidential.

Application Procedures
1. A complete application package includes:

- signed Parental Resolve and

Covenant

- official copy of candidate's birth

certificate
Ask two teachers who know your child well to
complete the Teacher Evaluation forms and mail
them to Regent in the envelopes provided.
Using the Transcript Request form, ask your
child's last school to send a record of his or her
grades and standardized test scores from the
previous year.
Call the school office and schedule a date on
which one or preferably both parents can observe
in a classroom.
Bring the candidate for testing on the scheduled
date. All applicants must take an admission test.
The Class 1 test consists of two parts: a) a
standardized test of verbal and quantitative
aptitude; b) a standardized school readiness test.
For candidates applying to Class 2 and above, the
test consists of two or three parts: a) a
standardized test of verbal and quantitative
aptitude; b) a standardized achievement test in
reading comprehension and in math concepts and
problem solving. A writing sample is also
required from students testing for Class 4 and
above. Members of the Regent faculty administer
the admission tests. The observations and results
are submitted to the Admissions Committee and
are for their use only. Prospective parents will
receive a letter notifying them of the Admission
Committee's decision.
Complete the required reading materials
provided by the school prior to the parent
interview.
Both parents must attend an interview that will
be scheduled by the Admissions office.
Candidates for Class 6 and above will also be
interviewed.
Submit one half of the yearly tuition and the
signed Enrollment Agreement as specified in the
letter of acceptance.
